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Policy Statement:
Individuals under guardianship of the Cabinet may travel out of state when proper procedures for their safety and care are followed and risk factors are carefully considered.  If a request is made for an individual to travel out of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Guardianship Field Services Office Supervisor (GFSOS) or designee, shall consider such factors as the risk of, or prior absence without leave (AWOL), medical issues of the individual that may require attention while out of state and the individual’s  physical ability to handle the trip.

Procedure:
(1) The GSSW shall have the family or provider complete and sign the DAIL Out of State Travel form:

(a) The potential for AWOL risk and if there are measures in place to lessen this risk; 

(b) Acceptance of the involved responsibilities of the individual; and,
(c) Proposed dates of travel.
(2) Once travel is considered in the best interest of the individual and Number (1) above has been completed, the GFSOS, or designee, reviews the details, and notes approval on the form and in an event in KYGFIS.
(3) If the GFSOS or GSSW determines the family or provider has been responsible and agrees travel is in the best interest of the individual, the GFSOS or GSSW shall share all necessary emergency contact numbers with the provider and requests the provider:

(a) Make contact upon return to the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and 
(b) Carry a copy of the current court order appointing the Cabinet as guardian in case of emergency as some states will recognize appointment.
(c) Carry a copy of the insurance card(s).

(4) The GSSW shall enter the above process completion as an event in KYGFIS, and attach the form.
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
