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Policy Statement:
The Division of Guardianship interacts with the court system for various approvals and reports on behalf of the individual under guardianship of the Cabinet.

Legal Authority:

· KRS 387.710 Filing of Inventory by Limited Conservator or Conservator – Biennial Report – Final Report and Account
Procedure:
1) The Cabinet for Health and Family Services (CHFS) is responsible for filing annual reports and financial disclosures on behalf of each individual under guardianship to the court.

2) CHFS informs or requests approval from the court when certain situations involving an individual under guardianship occur. Situations include:

a) Involuntary hospitalizations;

b) Electroconvulsive therapy or psychosurgery;

c) Non-emergency removal of a limb or bodily organ;

d) Restoration of rights, including endorsing of checks;

e) Securing a successor guardian;

f) Renewal of limited appointments; [or]

g) Sale of real estate;

h) Out of state placement; or

i) Out of the country travel.
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
